
HELP FOR USERS OF THE

STANDARDIZED ELECTRONIC NAVSEA ICCP LOG FORM

Beginning in 2002, NAVSEA Code 05M1 requests that all ships convert to e-mail submissions of ICCP log forms as soon as feasible.  This change is in part due to the effects of September 11th events on postal service efficiency and in part due to our desire to provide timely responses directly to Ships’ Force.  The guidelines herein apply to the electronic file “ICCP LOG Form Internet Vers. 2” (Rev. 01-02).  The electronic form may be revised periodically to update information and improve the reporting process.  

1.  To facilitate log tracking and system troubleshooting, please save your completed ICCP log form using the filename format:

“MONYR HULL# HULLNAME CONTROLLERZONE.doc”, where

Month = (3-letter abbreviation)

Year = (2 final digits only)

Hull Number = (alphanumeric)

Hull Name = (without “USS”) and

Controller Zone = (fwd, mid, aft, or single)

Example: JAN02 DDG80 ROOSEVELT AFT.doc

Upon reopening a saved file, the modified filename should automatically appear in the top right-hand corner of the document header.

2.  Monthly log submissions and requests for the standardized MS Word log form should be sent to NAVSEA Code 05M1 (Mr. Andrew Seelinger) at USNavyICCPLog@navsea.navy.mil .  For SURFLANT ships:  If you currently submit logs to AGrills@cnsl.spear.navy.mil, please continue to do so, but be sure to copy SEA 05M1.

3.   Data can be entered in all gray field boxes.  The Month and Year can be revised by selecting the appropriate date from the dropdown menus.  Hints for filling out some fields (including the Month, Year, Automatic Control Setting, and Power Supply Capacity) are listed in the MS Word status bar that appears near the bottom of your screen.  (If you do not see the status bar displayed, go to “Tools; Options; View” and ensure that a checkmark has been placed in the “Show: Status bar” selection box.)

4.  Do not forget to complete the entry blocks for the capacity of each power supply (found near the top of the front page).  This will allow us to better evaluate the output of each power supply.

5.  In the Chain of Command signature blocks at the bottom of the first page, names may be typed in (on the electronic form only) if your CO is agreeable and those listed accept responsibility for validating the integrity of each monthly report.
